Bid Prices

Preliminary Examination
	18.1
The Procuring agency shall examine the bids to determine whether they are complete, whether any computational errors have been made, whether required sureties have been furnished, whether the documents have been properly signed, and whether the bids are generally in order.

18.2
Arithmetical errors will be rectified on the following basis.  If there is a discrepancy between the unit price and the total price that is obtained by multiplying the unit price and quantity, the unit price shall prevail, and the total price shall be corrected.  If the Supplier does not accept the correction of the errors, its bid will be rejected, and its bid security may be forfeited.  If there is a discrepancy between words and figures, the amount in words will prevail.

18.3
Prior to the detailed evaluation, the Procuring agency will determine the substantial responsiveness of each bid to the bidding documents.  A substantially responsive bid is one which conforms to all the terms and conditions of the bidding documents without material deviations. Procuring agency’s determination of a bid’s responsiveness is to be based on the contents of the bid itself.

Award of Contract

	21.
Post-qualification
	21.1
In the absence of prequalification, the Procuring agency may determine to its satisfaction whether that selected Bidder having submitted the lowest evaluated responsive bid is qualified to perform the contract satisfactorily.

The determination will take into account the Bidder’s financial and technical capabilities.  It will be based upon an examination of the documentary evidence of the Bidder’s qualifications submitted by the Bidder, pursuant to ITB Clause 7 as well as such other information as the Procuring agency deems necessary and appropriate.

21.3
An affirmative determination will be a prerequisite for award of the contract to the Bidder.  A negative determination will result in rejection of the Bidder’s bid, in which event the Procuring agency will proceed to the next lowest evaluated bid to make a similar determination of that Bidder’s capabilities to perform satisfactorily.
