(e)	“GCC” means the General Conditions of Contract contained in this section.

(f)	“SCC” means the Special Conditions of Contract.

(g)	“The Procuring agency” means the Sindh Public Procurement Regulatory Authority (SPPRA), Government of Sindh.
 
(h)	“The Supplier” means the individual or firm supplying the Goods and Services under this Contract.

(i)	“SPP Rules 2010” means the Sindh Public Procurement Rules 2010 (Amended 2013).
